This list includes a variety of authors to appeal to a broad spectrum of student interests.  Some titles are recommended by the California Department of Education (CDE), American Library Association (ALA), and College Board (CB).  If a YouTube book trailer is available online, it is notated after the description of the book.  The book trailer is yet another tool that parents and students can use to help determine if this is the book they would like to read.  The English department suggests that parents and students together select thoughtfully and carefully from the list.

Hush  - Jacqueline Woodson:  After Toswiah Green’s father testifies against a fellow police officer in a murder case, the Greens are forced to enter the Witness Protection Program and give up all traces of their past.  For Toswiah—now Evie Thomas—her new life is completely different.  Her defeated father spends his days sitting by the window, all her mother’s energy goes to their new church, and her only sister is making secret plans to leave.  Evie is left wondering who she is and how she can make her future as bright as her past once was.  (CDE:  192 pages) Winner of the Coretta Scott King Award.  YouTube Trailer available.
The Heart Is Not a Size – Beth Kephart:  Georgia convinces her best friend Riley to join a volunteer group for two weeks in Anapra, a squatter’s village on the edges of Juarez, Mexico, to help build a public restroom.  Their friendship is tested as are Georgia’s boundaries about who she is and what she believes. (244 pages) A short reading by the author is available on YouTube.
Revolver – Marcus Sedgwick:  In 1910, Sig is alone in an isolated cabin with his father’s corpse; frozen from falling through the ice.  A mean bear of a man shows up demanding his father’s gold and Sig has no idea what he is talking about.  Will he be able to out-think his captor?  (204 pages) YouTube book trailer available.  BFYA Top Ten, QPRR Nominee, Printz Honor Book.
The Sons of Liberty – Alexander and Joseph Lagos:  Graphic novel that tells the story of two slaves prior to the American Revolution who end up with super powers after being experimented on by Ben Franklin’s evil son William.  (176 pages) 
Soul Enchilada – David Macinnis Gill:  In El Paso, 18 year old Bug Smoot only has her dead grandfather’s classic 1958 Cadillac Biarritz, but she’s about to lose that as well as her soul when she discovers her grandfather made a deal with the devil.  (356 pages) YouTube book trailer available.

X Isle – Steve Augarde:  Two years after a massive flood has killed most of the population, Baz and Ray arrive at X Isle expecting to work hard for food and shelter.  Instead they find a nightmare and fight to change things. (477 pages)
